Regimen Reference Order — SUPP — dexrazoxane

Planned Course: Refer to prescribed anthracycline-based protocol

Indication for Use:  Cardioprotection for adult patients with a high lifetime cumulative
anthracycline dose

dexrazoxane:
e is prepared by Pharmacy

e has specific administration, stability and compounding considerations for
Pharmacy and Nursing. Advance notice should be provided to Pharmacy

e must be administered prior to anthracycline to provide cardioprotection

CVAD: Preferred (VESICANT INVOLVED)

Blood work requirements:

Treatment Regimen — SUPP —dexrazoxane

Establish primary solution 500 mL of:
normal saline or DSW according to the prescribed anthracycline-based protocol
Primary solution of Lactated Ringer’s is NOT required

Pre-medications Refer to prescribed anthracycline-based protocol
dexrazoxane *Dose as specified IV made up to a final concentrationof 3 mg/mL in Lactated
in protocol Ringer’s over30 minutes immediately prior to the administration

of anthracycline

*Nursing Alert: dexrazoxane infusion must be complete prior to
anthracycline administration

Anthracycline Refer to prescribed anthracycline-based protocol
*Nursing Alert: anthracycline must be administered within 30 minutes after completion of
dexrazoxane infusion

Anthracyclines
include DOXOrubicin, epiRUBIcin, DAUNOTrubicin and IDArubicin
« Considerationis given to addingdexrazoxane if a patientis benefitingfrom anthracycline therapy, and cumulative
lifetime doses are as follows:
o DOXOrubicin greater than 300 mg/m? OR
o epiRUBIcin greaterthan 550 mg/m?
« Medical oncologist must write first prescription of dexrazoxane
« Refer tothe prescribed anthracycline-based protocol foradditional information
« Due to final stability of the compounded product, administration site restrictions may be in place for dexrazoxane
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
